Background

Drabya Shah Multiple Campus (DMC), a community owned higher education
institution, established in community participation in 1985 AD, is a leading institution of
Gorkha district. It is a non-profit institute of higher education. The campus is affiliated
campus to Tribhuvan Universiy(TU). Tt provides higher education in Humanities and Social
Sciences, Management and Education faculties at reasonable cost for students who cannot

=go out of district for higher education. Initially, the campus was named as Humanity Campus
and classes were run in the classes of Shree Shakti Higher Secondary School in Gorkha
Bazar. The campus was relocated at Laxmibazar obtaining land from Shree Maha Laxmi
Higher Secondary School in 1990.1t is 65 km way from Chitwan, 102 from Pokhara and 138
Kathmandu. It is the oldest and largest community campus in the district. The campus has
been expanding and modifying its academic programs. Initial Humanity campus has become
a multiple campus with a wide range of academic program in general education. Currently, it
offers from +2 to Masters level program in Management, Humanities and Education. It is
only one campus, which provides bachelor and master level program in Humanities.

Most of the students are from different areas of the district. The majority of students are
girls from Janajati and Dalit community. Few students are from other districts. Currently
there are 469 students studying at bachelor and masters level.

Access and quality of higher education are key issues for DMC. It is going through QAA
process for enhancing quality education. It has been planning to support under privileged
students to purse higher education in the line of higher education policy of the government
and needs of the community.

The campus is located at prime location of Laxmibazar nearby Gorkha -Narayanghad
highway .It is on top of a small hill with Mt.Manaslu, Kalika Temple and Gorkha Bazar on
back drop. It has a teaching building, an administrative building, and a separate library. It
also has a volley ball court and basketball court for sports activity. It is in peaceful
environment surrounded by greenery, suitable for academic activities. It has 45 Ropanis of
land.

Initially, campus was managed by members of founders' board. In 1993, the campus
formulated campus charter. It opened the door for the participation of public in campus
management. In 2015, DMC revised its charter, which has ensured wider participation of
public in campus management. The revised charter has outlined participatory decision-
making process. To run campus activities, in systematic way, several other directives have
been formulated. The campus has following structure.

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2. Background of the plan

Drabya Shah Multiple Campus(DMC) has been collaborating with local community,
governmental and nongovernmental organization for its overall development. Drabya Shah
Multiple Campus was selected for Second Higher Education Project by University Grants
Commission in 2010 under Scheme C. The campus upgraded physical infrastructure for
academic activities. DMC participated in Quality Assurance and Accreditation process in
2012. It has submitted Self Study Report and revising the report according to the feedback.
The campus aspires to become an accredited campus in near future and directing efforts for
overall development of institution. The institution has been restructured with several
committees and units to carry out specified responsibilities. The process of wider inclusion
of stakeholders in decision making process has been insured by the recently reformulated
campus charter.

DMC has already started the process of institutional reform. It formulated and
updated policy documents in 2015. Effective planning, implementation, and monitoring are
necessary to implement these polices for over all development of the institute to realize its
vision and translate its mission to impart quality ed in practice. Similarly, the

government has recently formulated higher education policy and University Grants
Commission is implementing Higher Education Reform Project to enhance capacity of
higher education institutes. '

DMC has been selected for Higher Education Reform Project (HERP) in 2016. This strategic
plan has been prepared inline of the contract between University Grants Commission and
DMC for implementation of the project. This plan aims to increase the access of higher

=education among underprivileged group in the district, systemic reform of the campus,
strengthening  academic activities, promoting research culture and innovation, supporting
faculty development for ensuring quality enhancement of teaching learning, and upgrading
physical infrastructure for academic activities. This strategic development plan guides the
campus activities for the next five years.
