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Challenges Faced by Bachelors Level Students at a Community 
Campus in Nepal

ABSTRACT
Thousands of students in Nepal enrol in university after completing their school      
education every year. However, graduation rates are not satisfactory. In this context, this 
study explored Bachelors level perceptions of challenges in their learning to complete 
their degrees. Two male and six female students participated in this qualitative case study.  
Classroom observations, semi-structured interviews, and  documents provided data for the 
study. The observational notes and transcriptions of the interviews were thematically analyzed 
using an inductive coding process.  Documents provided data about the challenges learners 
face in the different  contexts. The findings indicated that  academic challenges include poor 
study habits, inadequate English language skills, lack of note-taking skills and online study 
skills, and inadequate access to educational resources. Similarly, they have non-academic  
challenges such as transportation problems, digital distraction, conflict in career choice, and family  
support. The findings suggested that students need additional support in study skills  
development, English language learning, career counseling, motivation, and avoiding digital 
distractions to mitigate these challenges for better retention and graduation rates.

Introduction

Low graduation rates and high dropouts are a major problem in general  
education in universities in Nepal. Every year thousands of students enrol in  
universities after completing their school education in Nepal. The University Grants 
Commission (2021) reported that out of the total enrolment of 466,828 students 
across 1437 campuses in 11 universities and 4 medical institutions in Nepal, 416,426 
(89.20%) students were enrolled in Bachelor level programs, and 47,242 (10.12%) 
students enrolled in Masters programmes in the country. This indicates that there is 
a wide gap between students’ enrolment rates at the Bachelor's and Master's levels 
in Nepal. 

The report further revealed that 77% of bachelor's students attended Tribhuvan   
University, with a pass rate of 29.3% in 2019/20. The data show that a little more 
than two-thirds of the students cannot complete their programmes within a regular 
time period. For example, Drabya Saha Multiple Campus (2076) reported that the 
pass percentage of the first year B. Ed. program was 16.33% in 2016, 24.32 in 2017, 
and 14.29% in 2018. Final year pass rates were 38.19%, 29.09%, and 47.36% in

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those same years. These data show that student retention and graduation rates are 
significant issues in Nepal’s universities.

Student dropout rates not only hinder the academic reputation of the campuses, but 
also impact the finances of these campuses. As Barefoot (2004, p. 10) stated, even a 
small number of student dropouts may be “catastrophic to the operating budget’ of a 
self-financed educational institution. Low graduation rates among students also pose 
challenges to the campus management because of the time wasted and the demand 
for resources. Incompletions also affects the reputation of the educational institution.

As a faculty member of the campus, I noticed that students’ regular attendance started 
to fall after the outbreak of the Covid pandemic in 2019. The pandemic has increased 
uncertainties about the start and end of classes, virtual and face-to-face learning, 
and exam schedules. A review of literature shows that there are some studies on  
students’ challenges in Western countries. For example, Soria et al. (2020)  found 
that students faced low motivation, lack of interactions, and distractions in the home 
as the major obstacles for remote learning in the United States. Similarly, Adedoyin 
and Soykan (2020) reported that technology, socio-economic factors, workload, and  
compatibility of online learning in some subjects were major challenges presented by 
online learning in the post-pandemic period in Cyprus. 

Up to now, very little attention has been paid to investigating the challenges of  
students in the post-pandemic period in Nepal’s campuses. In one of the few  
studies, for example, Dhakal (2022)  found that Mathematics students have  
challenges related to the content, technology, learning environment, and  
psychological and time management in Nepal. Despite some common challenges, 
the specific challenges of Nepalese students are not fully understood yet. Further, 
challenges facing students in other subjects have received little or no attention in the 
literature. Investigation of the reasons for high dropout and low graduation rates is 
an urgent need of the campuses. The findings of this study can support stakeholders 
in taking informed initiatives to minimize student dropouts and increase pass rates.

Purpose of the Study and Research Questions

The study aimed to investigate the challenges faced by students studying at the 
bachelor's level at community campuses. The following research questions were  
investigated:

zz What academic challenges do bachelor’s level students face in completing 
their courses ?

zz What non-academic academic challenges do the bachelor’s level students face 
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in completing their coursework? 
Literature Review
Challenges of Bachelor Students in the International Context 
Contextual factors play significant roles in the retention and completion rates 
of higher education. Goldrick-Rab (2010) reported that the students face three  
levels of challenges: “the macro-level opportunity structure; institutional  
practices; and the social, economic, and academic attributes’ (p. 438) in community 
colleges in the United States. Similarly, Choy (2002) found that in many countries,  
including the United States, students’ academic and socioeconomic background, fam-
ily   support, and gender roles play significant roles in the completion of a college 
education. Additionally, Pineteh (2014) reported that undergraduate students in South 
African universities have challenges in academic writing because of their linguistic 
and literacy background, and their attitudes towards academic writing. Earlier, Tin-
to (1990) argued that the college environment, individual student commitments, and 
clarity of educational goals play significant roles in students' retention at campuses in 
the United States.
First-year students face more challenges than other students because of the new 
social and academic environment in college life. Kahu et al. (2017) argued that  
first-year students need to adjust to the academic environment as well as to life 
in a wider context outside the university. Kahu et al. (2017) further argued that  
students’ success is determined by college practices as well as their own personal  
characteristics.  
Several researchers have studied the challenges of international students who study 
in host countries (Akram et al., 2020; Lee, 2017; Mohamed, 2020). These research-
ers found that international students often struggle to complete their studies because 
of homesickness, cultural, linguistic, financial, and academic challenges, along with 
the adjustment to significantly different weather in the host countries. For example, 
Pakistani students viewed Chinese food, language, the healthcare system, academic 
workloads, and homesickness as major challenges in studying in China. Similarly, in-
ternational students in Malaysia face homesickness, climate differences, lack of social 
interactions, and financial challenges (Mohamed, 2020). These studies show that inter-
national students often face social, environmental, and cultural challenges in addition 
to academic challenges, particularly in the first year of their study.
Challenges Facing Bachelor Students in Higher Education in Nepal
It is generally believed that students are less likely to face cultural and social  
challenges when they study in their local context. Most of the students at the  
Bachelors level in Nepal are full-time students who receive financial support from 
their parents (Bista & Gaulee, 2018). However, many of these students have low 
motivation to complete their programmes because the traditional academic subjects 
are poorly linked to the employment market and students often end up chang-
ing their major subjects (Khaniya, 2007 as cited in Bista & Gauli, 2018). Although  
students are admitted according to the admission criteria of the affiliating university, 
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the completion rate is a challenge for community campuses. Community campuses 
have increased access for rural people to higher education because most of these  
institutions are outside of the cities where constituents and private campuses of  
affiliating universities are located. However, the socio-economic benefits of these  
campuses are seriously questioned because of the loer completion rates of students  
(Gaihre et al., 2021). Therefore, community campuses need to reconsider their roles 
in light of such factors. 
English language proficiency is a big challenge for bachelor-level students in Nepal. 
Pandey (2020) claimed that students from private schools have a high proficiency 
in the English language. Tribhuvan University sets examination papers in English, 
except for Nepali and other language-related subjects. Students have a choice of the 
language medium for writing answers. Students may find it difficult to write in the 
examination if their English language knowledge is not adequate. 
Most  young women study in the general stream of higher education in Nepal  
(Acharya, 2021). These students have attended government schools where the  
medium of instruction is Nepali. Although Tribhuvan University allows them 
to write examination answers in Nepali, these students may have difficulty  
deciphering the meaning of questions written in English. Chand (2021), for example,  
reported that bachelor-level students faced challenges while speaking English  
despite this being taught as a compulsory subject from Grade 1in Nepal. He found 
that higher education students face difficulties in conversing in English because 
of inadequate preparation at the school, overuse of their first language, and the  
non-interactive teaching-learning practices that typify language instruction in school 
classes.
 Rijal (2020) argued that teachers’ practices of using traditional lecture methods 
with outdated notebooks are challenges for students higher education in Nepal. 
Simkhada and Van Teijlingen (2010) noted that century-old methods of teaching the-
oretical knowledge involving rote memorization were major challenges in higher  
education in Nepal. They further stated that political strikes, politically appointed faculty  
members, students’ politics on campuses, financial constraints of the campus,  
irrelevance of curriculum, inadequate research skills, and inadequate quality  
management and governance were some of the challenges in higher education Nepal.
The outbreak of Covid- 19 posed additional challenges to higher education  
students in Nepal. The students frequently had to shift from face to face instruction to  
virtual instruction. In this context, students need to be able to learn in a non-tra-
ditional teaching-learning situation. Neupane (2021) found that students faced 
challenges in learning with different pedagogical practices of their teachers, learn-
ing digital technology, and financial constraints to purchase more convenient 
devices and connecting internet services, especially in rural and semi-urban areas.  
Parajuli and Linkha (2020) found that students in Nepal faced academic challenges 
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such as course commencement delays, limited access to library resources, and limited  
teaching learning activities because of Covid-19. 
The review of the literature indicated most of these studies have focused on the 
academic challenges of the students. Although they have raised important issues, 
they have not adequately addressed the academic and non-academic challenges in 
the changing context of the hybridized learning environment in the post-pandemic 
period. This study aimed to contribute to the understanding of bachelor’s students' 
challenges by taking a more comprehensive approach to factors associated with  
student engagement in academic study.

Conceptual Framework
The conceptual framework of this study is guided by Tinto (1975), who  
proposed that the integration of social and academic factors plays a crucial role in the  
completion of a college education. Tinto (1975) further illustrated that family background,  
academic background, personal characteristics (gender, age, ethnicity) of  
students, their commitment to goals, institutional commitment to students’ success,  
students’ intellectual development, academic performance, social interaction at college  
(student to student and students to faculty members interaction patterns) determine 
whether students want to complete their education or dropout. Tinto (2017, p. 2) ar-
gued more recently that “student self-efficacy, sense of belonging and perceived value 
of the curriculum’ motivate students to complete their studies. 
Kahu and Nelson (2018, p. 7), building on Tito's framework of college retention, 
stated that “academic self-efficacy, the student’s perception of their capabilities  
for the task at hand; emotions, resulting from the student’s appraisal of their  
situation; belonging, the connection students feel to the institution, discipline, 
and people; and finally, well-being, stemming in part from life load and stress’ all  
contribute to learning outcomes. Tinto’s framework is appropriate for this study  
because it takes a broader perspective to include personal as well as institutional 
 factors. 
Research Methodology

Research design
 To explore the challenges of the students while studying at the bachelor's level, I   
designed this study as a single embedded qualitative case study (Yin, 2018). This de-
sign is appropriate for studying the achievement-related factors of interest in a natural 
setting, obtaining insights from multiple sources of data (Creswell & Poth, 2017). 

Participants
Eight students who enrolled in B. Ed. Programs at a community campus in the 
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2020/21 academic year were selected using a purposive sampling procedure for this 
case study. Six students from English language education and two students from the 
Nepali language education specializations group were selected. The sample size of 
the male and female students differed because of the larger enrolments of female  
students in the B. Ed. program. The participants' profile is presented in table 1.

Table 1 shows that there were two male and six female participants and their  
ages ranged from 20-28. Out of the eight participants, six were from the English  
language education group and two were from the Nepali language education group. 

Data Collection 
 I used semi-structured interviews and participant observation methods to collect  
data for the study. I conducted semi-structured interviews using interview guides 
and recorded the interview on my mobile phone with their consent and at a time of 
their choosing. I prepared my observational notes of the participants when I taught 
them their class as their English language teacher. I collected various published and 
unpublished documents from the campus library, various websites, and the campus 
administration to get the institutional data. 

Analysis of the Data

To have a better understanding of the semi-structured interviews, I listened to 
the audio of them several times. After that, I translated the audio into English 
and transcribed it for analysis. I  used NVivo 10 to organize the transcripts and  
analyzed them more systematically, following the six steps of the thematic  
analysis approach (familiarising with the dataset, generating initial  
codes, earching for themes, revising themes, defining, and presenting themes) as  
suggested by  Braun et al. (2019). The data from observational notes were used 
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to enrich the data obtained from the semi-structured interviews during the data 
analysis.

Ethical Considerations
In this study, I included participants who wanted to participate voluntarily.  I  
maintained the anonymity of the research participants by using pseudonyms instead 
of their real names in reporting the results.
Findings
Academic Challenges
The study revealed that students have several academic challenges at the  
Bachelors level. The analysis of interviews showed that poor study habits, inadequate  
educational resources, ineffective online classes, weak motivation, inadequate  
academic skills, and inadequate English language proficiency were the major  
academic challenges.

Habits and Motivation for Study
My classroom observation showed that some of the participants were reluctant 
to take notes in classes and showed less enthusiasm to take part in the classroom  
discussion. Only a few participants were active. During the interviews, some of the 
participants revealed that they lacked the motivation to study. They shared that they 
did not regularly study at their home. For example:

I do not have much interest in studying at home. I want to attend the class-
es but I do not want to study when I go home. When I open the book, I feel 
sleepy. (Rita)

In the same context, another participant added:
I want to study in the classes but I do not want to study when I go home. I am 
weak in my approach to study because I do not give attention to my study. In 
the past, I used to get up at 4: 00 am.  These days I get up at 5:00 or 5:30 am. 
I read books sometimes. But sometimes, I do not have time to read books. I 
come to campus at 5:40 am. Then I wait for a bus. I stay up to 10:00pm some-
times but sometimes, I go to bed at 9 o’clock. I did not study before the exam. 
But now I have started to study because I got a very bad result. I study Nepali. 
I study for about 10 minutes for each subject. But I study for a longer time on 
some days (Subina).

From the participants’ comments and my observation of their habits in their class, I 
affirmed that they have weak motivation for study. When I observed students visit 
the campus library, I noticed that they mostly go to the library to get course-related 
books. I observed that they occasionally study in the library’s reading room. Most of 
the participants admitted they spent very little time on their study.

 I study for one or one and a half hours after 7 in the evening. I go to bed at 
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9: 30 pm. I think I go to bed much earlier than I should go. This is due to my 
lack of interest. (Aarati)
 I did not give much time for preparation. I give only about an hour to study. 
I am not satisfied with my result in the first term examination. This is my 
weakness (Lila)
I do not study much. It is about an hour. I do not study much at home. I study 
for about half an hour.  (Rita)
I did not take the first term exam. I had not prepared well for the exam  
(Ramesh)

I give one hour to study at home each day. (Lila)
I study for one or two hours after 7 in the evening. (Arati)|
These comments revealed that students did not give adequate time to their studies. 
None of the participants had a job and they were free in the afternoon and evening; 
however, they did not show much interest in studying. These attitudes and behaviours 
showed that the students were not motivated to put in hard work required for better 
learning outcomes. 

Limited Educational Resources
The interviews and my observation showed that most of the participants had no  
financial problems buying books and other learning resources. However, some  
participants had problems managing electronic devices and the internet for online 
learning. In the interviews, most of the students shared those financial problems were 
not a barrier to attending their regular classes.

I do not have a financial problem to study. My parents are supportive. They 
encourage me to study as much as I like. (Arati)
I do not have a financial problem buying books. But I have not bought a book 
for one major Nepali subject. I have borrowed two textbooks from the cam-
pus library (Rita)
I have books. I have used my sister’s book. But I do not have an English book 
(Ramesh).

However, Subina revealed that she had a financial problem paying campus fees and 
buying educational resources. She shared her problem in buying educational resources:

 I have a financial problem buying books because my parents in-law do not 
support my study. My mother had paid my admission fees. My husband has 
gone to foreign employment. But he has not sent any money for four months. 
(Subina)

The participants’ comments indicated that financial management is one of the  
challenges for students who do not get much support from their families. Some  
students had not bought some books although they did not have a problem buying 
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books. It shows their unwillingness to buy those resources.

Inadequate Academic Skills
Most participants revealed that they lacked the appropriate academic skills to study 
and write for their examinations. They could not score satisfactorily in their internal 
examinations and some of them did not take internal exams because of their inade-
quate preparation. For example, the following comments of the participants illustrate 
their inadequate academic skills. 

I think my writing style was not appropriate for the exam.  My teachers said 
that my writing style is still not satisfactory. I realized that I need to work much 
harder than at the school level. I realized that we need a lot of hard work to 
complete a college-level Education degree. I ask my friends to send the notes 
from the missing lessons. I copy their notes and read them when I miss classes 
due to illness. (Arati)
The teachers have provided notes on some topics. I have copied their notes 
from mobile apps (Microsoft Teams). I have prepared notes on some of the 
subjects.  I find that self-prepared notes are more effective than notes copied 
from other sources. I consult with my friends and update myself on the courses 
when I miss classes. (Lila).
I copy notes from one of my classmates. I copy from her. I could not join on-
line classes. I do not have any specific plan to complete courses taught by way 
of online classes. I cannot fully pay attention to my study. I feel sleepy. I did 
not work hard at the school level. If I could not pass some subjects, I was still 
promoted to the upper classes. But college-level courses are difficult for me. 
(Rita).
I did not go to the examination of three subjects because I had not taken classes 
in those subjects. I was not prepared for the exam in those subjects. (Kriti)

The other participants of the study, for example, Ramesh, Shanti, and Anup  
admitted that they were unable to participate in the first internal examination because 
they could not prepare for the it although they had occasionally taken the classes. Their  
comments indicated that they lacked essential study skills such as note-taking from 
various sources, exam preparation, and writing skills for the examination.

English Language Knowledge
Most of the participants experienced the English language as a barrier to their  
success in the examination. In the interviews, they revealed that their English  
language knowledge was inadequate to understand and answer the questions  
properly. They expressed their dissatisfaction with the pedagogical practices because 
they studied in Nepali in their classes but question papers were in English, except for 
Compulsory Nepali. The participants shared their experiences as follows:  
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We study the courses in Nepali but the questions are asked in English. So, the 
questions were confusing at the time of the examination. (Arati)
I had some problems understanding questions in other subjects except Major 
English. We had studied in Nepali but the questions were asked in English. For 
example, the questions of Foundation of Population Education and Philosoph-
ical and Sociological Foundation of Education confused me a lot during the 
examination (Lila)
When we studied Grade 11 and 12, questions were asked in Nepali and we wrote 
in Nepali. But now we study some subjects in Nepali but the exam questions are 
asked in English. It creates confusion. (Rita)
I initially took a few classes of major English. But I thought that I might not 
complete that. So, I chose specialization in Nepali. English is the most difficult 
subject for me. (Subina)

The participants’ comments indicated that students’ lack of command of the English 
language posed challenges in the examination because they could not comprehend the 
questions in some of the subjects. It shows that student’s performance in their exams 
can improve when they have a good command of the English language.

Ineffective Online Classes
I observed that some of the participants were irregular in their virtual classes during 
the third wave of the Coronavirus in Nepal in January 2022. The participants shared 
during the interviews that they had difficulty studying in online classes. They faced 
some technical problems related to electricity cuts, unstable internet connections, 
the limited availability of recharge cards and devices, and requirements to engage 
in household work and agriculture work. Arati expressed her dissatisfaction with the 
online classes in the following way.

I did not find a virtual class as effective as face-to-face classes. I could not 
understand what the teacher taught in the virtual classes. I understand what 
teachers teach in face-to-face classes.

The other participants had a problem with their devices and the internet. For  
example, Ramesh shared his problem in the interview.

I had a problem with my mobile phone. So, I could not join online 
classes. I have an ID but I still sign in to the online learning appli-
cation.

Similarly, Anup added his challenges of studying online classes from his village:
I studied only a few classes. There were some challenges. We had  
electricity problems frequently in my village. Sometimes recharge cards were not 
 available to buy an internet data package.

Some of the participants had difficulty joining online classes because they had to  
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support their families with household work and helping in the fields too. Sometimes 
they could not get support from their family members for joining online classes from 
the home. For example, Subina, who was a married student, shared how joining an 
online class was difficult for her because of unsupportive family members.

I was in my home. I could not study in online classes. I had to do household 
work. My mother-in-law was not supportive. I could not take the General En-
glish class. I could not study in the afternoon too. I had to go to the fields. I do 
not have study notes from the lockdown period. So, I could not do well in the 
examination. (Subina)

Participants’ comments indicated that online classes were not as effective as  
 
face-to-face classes as they had to deal with technical as well as managerial problems 
to join classes from their homes. The spontaneous switch of classes from face-to-face 
mode to virtual mode posed an additional problem for students in understanding the 
content taught in the online classes.

Non-Academic Challenges
The analysis of the interviews and observations revealed that the participants had 
some non-academic challenges in studying for a Bachelor of Education at the  
campus. These challenges include uncertainty about career choice, lack of family 
support, lack of transportation services, and growing digital distractions during study 
time.

Conflict in Career Choice and Family Support
Out of the eight participants involved in this study, two of them were boys. In the 
interviews, they revealed that their primary career choice was not related to the  
education sector. They were studying for a Bachelor of Education because they 
just wanted to engage in college while they were trying to enter another career. For  
example, Ramesh shared how he faced a crisis in selecting a career. 

 I could not attend classes regularly because my family sent me to take part 
in the Nepal army selection competition. I also spent two months but was 
not selected. I have an interest in sports. My main aim in life is to become a  
professional football player. I spent a few months training in  
Kathmandu. I qualified for the C division game. I think it is possible to be a good  
sportsperson but I do not have family support. There is a mismatch  
between my personal career choice, my family’s expectations, and my  
college education.

Similarly, Anup revealed that he wanted to go abroad to earn money so he continued 
his study because it would be easy to understand the documents for the visa process. 
In the interview, he shared: 

I feel a sort of pressure to earn. My friends can spend a lot of money but I 
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cannot because I cannot ask my parents to give me money. I have applied 
to go to Japan. I am not very regular in class attendance because I often 
go home to support my parents in farming. I have joined college just to  
continue my education in case I cannot go abroad. Teaching is not my  
profession of choice. I wanted to study management in grade 11. I did not 
have a good grade. The teachers advised me to study education because they 
had taught a lot of course content on management at that time.

Similarly, one participant, Kirti revealed she had joined in B. Ed. program because 
she felt a strong need for a B. Ed degree when she was teaching in a private school. 
She said:

This is my third attempt to complete a bachelor’s degree. I studied  
management after completing grade 12 in eastern Nepal, but I could not  
complete the programme. After a few gap years, I studied Major English in the 
Faculty of Humanities in Kathmandu. It was difficult to go to class and takes 
an exam there. I discontinued my education. I felt a strong need to study B. 
Ed. After all, I was not promoted in my job because I did not have a B. Ed. 
qualification although they appreciated my performance. Now, I feel that I did 
not get good counselling at the time of my admission after grade 12. If I had 
an appropriate suggestion, I would have joined Education.

Subina shared that her family members did not support her to study:
My father-in-law and mother-in-law did not want to send me the study. I 
came to study with the support of my mother and father. My husband  
supports me in my study. I do not have a problem understanding concepts 
taught in the classes. But I have some stress because my father-in-law and 
mother-in-law do not like me to study. They pressure me to quit my study and 
stay with them in the village and support them in agriculture. They do not see 
any value in education. (Subina)

The other participants shared that they studied education because they could get 
job opportunities in the teaching sector. They joined the B. Ed. program because it 
would qualify them to apply for the Teacher Service Commission examination. For 
example, 

I studied Education because I think studying English will give me more job 
opportunities. (Lila)
I studied Education so that I could get a teaching license and work in my 
village as a teacher. (Shanti)

The above comments indicated not all the participants had a similar interest to study 
for a B.Ed. The male participants studied Education despite their interest in other 
sectors. However, the female participants chose Education because they wanted to 
enter the teaching profession. The participants’ motivation to study for the B. Ed.

program seemed to have affected their class regularity and study habits.
Transportation
Most of the participants lived away from the campus area usually in nearby villages. 
Only one participant who lived in the campus area reported that she did not have 
any transportation-related problems. However, other participants shared that they 
had transportation problems and often missed classes or were late for their classes. 
It was also found that some participants did not use a campus-managed vehicle. For 
example:

I have not used the campus bus service because we can only get a one-way 
service. We have to stay up until 11:15 a m. But the campus bus returns at 
10:30 a m. I come to campus in other buses. There is the problem of trans-
portation. We cannot get a bus in time. Some buses refuse to take us to the 
campus because they give priority to the long-distance passengers. I often 
arrive 15 minutes late for my first period. (Lila)

Another participant revealed that she missed her exam because of a transportation 
problem. She said:

I did not attend the examination for Philosophical and Sociological Founda-
tions of Education because I could not get the bus. I waited for the bus for 
fifteen minutes. I do not get the bus then I walk to the campus. By the time 
I arrived at the campus, I have laready missed half of the first period. I am 
mostly regular but sometimes I do not come to classes because I do not get a 
bus (Rita)
I am mostly regular but sometimes I do not come to classes because I do not 
get a bus. Sometimes microbuses refuse to take us to college. I miss classes. 
(Subina)

The comments indicated that there is a transportation problem for many of the par-
ticipants. It seemed that the transportation service managed by the campus was not 
adequate for the students. The service was not available to the students who come to 
campus from a lower area than the Laxmibazar. This situation posed challenges for 
enabling the participants to attend classes regularly.

Growing Digital Distraction
All the participants in this study had smartphones and most of them had access to a 
broadband internet service in their homes. Classroom observations did not show any 
sign of digital distraction during class time. However, the semi-structured interview 
revealed how they were distracted at their homes. Although they occasionally used 
the internet to access educational resources from Microsoft Teams or using YouTube 
apps, they admitted that they spent more time on social media than studying when at 
home.  For example:
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We have an internet connection in our home. I spend more time on Tik Tok 
and Facebook in the afternoon and the evening than studying. (Arati)
I spend time on the internet. I spend 2-3 hours on social media. I use Tik Tok, 
Youtube and Facebook. Sometimes, I look for some educational videos. I had 
searched videos about English grammar. We do not discuss our study in our 
informal chat group. We sometimes discuss our studies in our virtual group. 
(Lila)
I study a little and watch tele serials on my mobile phone. I watch serials more 
than I study at home. I use Facebook and Tiktok. I do not use them much be-
cause I do not buy mobile data packs very often. I use this when I get a free 
Wi-Fi connection from a neighbour’s house. (Rita).
I have watched a few lessons on English grammar. I have also downloaded 
notes from Microsoft Teams. I spend more time on the internet for social me-
dia than for self-study. (Subina)

The comments from the participants indicated that growing digital distraction 
is one of the challenges that students face when trying complete their education. 
The students seemed to spend more time on social media. The educational use of  
smartphones was just limited to attending virtual classes or for copying notes from 
the Microsoft Teams application in order to occasionally watch educational videos.

Discussion 

This study aimed to explore academic and non-academic challenges faced by 
bachelor-level students. The findings of the study indicated that their academic  
challenges were limited educational resources, lack of academic and English  
language skills, and unplanned transition to virtual classes. In addition, they face  
non-academic challenges. These challenges are similar to the findings of other studies. For  
example, Chand (2021) reported the lack of English language as a challenge for  
Nepali students.  All the participants of this study were from Nepali medium  
community schools and they lacked good command of the English language. This study 
found that frequent and unplanned shifts from the traditional mode of teaching-learning 
to virtual learning posed additional financial, technological, and learning challenges 
for the students to complete their studies, because they needed to manage devices,  
internet connectivity, electricity fluctuations, and coping with a newer  
teaching-learning situation. These findings consistent with the findings of Neupane 
(2021) and Parajuli and Linkha (2020) who reported that students faced challenges  
related to mobile devices, pedagogical practices as well as course delays, lack of access to  
library books, and feelings of isolation. However, the findings of this study regarding 
study habits cannot be compared in the absence of the literature in this context.
 Non-academic challenges of the students included problems in career selection and 
family support, transportation, and increasing digital distractions. This study found 
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that male students have a conflict in career choice because of direct and indirect  
pressure from families to enter a financially more attractive career than the Education 
sector. They expressed uncertainty about wanting to complete their Education degree 
program. This finding is similar to the findings of an earlier study conducted among 
minority college students in the United States by Constantine and Flores (2006). They 
found that psychological distress and lack of family support bring conflict in making 
career choices. It seemed that contextual factors such as attraction to highly earning 
job have affected the choice of career among the students from other communities. 
Married students have faced additional challenges in adjusting to the new family  
requirements while trying to continue with their education.
 The findings of the study suggest some guidelines are needed for assist-
ing students in coping with academic and non-academic challenges so that they 
can complete their studies. The campus can encourage and support students to use  
transportation services provided by the campus, and by offering career counselling services.  
Students can also be supported for exam preparation session to assist with under-
standing exam questions asked in English.  Similarly, the campus needs to provide adequate  
learning material in the campus library, and to train students how to derive the most 
 benefit from virtual learning. The campus also needs to train the faculty members to 
prepare online course.
The findings also indicated most of the students were facing digital distractions when 
attempting to study at home. They need to be aware of the negative impact of digital 
distractions and to use their smartphones for learning support. They need to be active 
in class and develop note-taking skills. They need to increase study time and develop 
study habits.
This study found that students had maladaptive motivational and academic  
practices, which were further aggravated by the increase digital distractions.  
However, this situation can be improved by proper guidance to the students. This 
study concludes that the students need support to develop their study skills, raise their  
motivational skills, and minimize digital distractions. The faculty members need to design  
academic skills development courses and implement them to develop their study 
skills. Moreover, the campus needs to provide counselling classes to motivate them 
in their study and career development. 
This explorative case study identified some of the challenges of bachelor-level  
students. This exploration included only eight participants from the Bachelor’s 
program at a community campus. They represented only the English and Nepali  
specialization groups of students. Moreover, the third wave of Covid-19 limited the 
opportunities for classroom observation of the participants during the data collection 
period as the face-to-face classes were closed and classes unexpectedly shifted to 
virtual mode. The findings of this case study are not generalizable to other students 
in a different context. However, a more comprehensive study in this area is required 
for gaining a deeper understanding of the challenges facing students, and in order to 
identify ways support students and enhance their learning outcomes.
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Authentic Materials in Language Classroom for Students : A Literature Review

Abstract
Authentic materials, if used properly in authentic learning environments, can have 
lots of uses in foreign language teaching though they are not specifically designed to 
teach a foreign language.
Keywords: authentic content, real language, language teaching, cultural back-

ground, difficulty level
Introduction
Authentic materials are print, video, and audio materials students encounter in their 
daily lives, such as job applications, menus, voice mail messages, radio programs, and 
videos (Umirova, 2020). Authentic materials are not created specifically to be used in 
the classroom, but they make excellent learning tools for students precisely because 
they are authentic (Marpaung & Situmeang, 2020). Bacon and Finnemann (1990)  
also state that authentic materials are those texts which are made by native speakers for 
non-pedagogical purposes. Students to learn to communicate effectively in a foreign 
language, they must experience the language as it is used for real communication by 
native speakers (Rogers & Medley Jr, 1988). Using authentic materials in the class can 
be a useful tool to motivate pupils and make them feel comfortable using the foreign 
language (Joraboyev, 2021). There are two major applications of authentic materials: 
developing learners’ language skills, and orienting learners to the application of these 
skills in possible subsequent activities in the outside world (Wong et al., 1995). The 
use of authentic materials in the classroom expose the student to real language being 
used in a real context (Berardo, 2006). The role of the teacher is not to delude the  
language learner but to prepare them, giving the awareness and necessary skills so as 
to understand how the language is actually used (Huessien, 2012).
Although the use of authentic materials in the classroom has become common  
practice (Lee, 1995), the issue of authenticity in foreign language teaching has been 
one of the most debatable aspects (Akbari & Razavi, 2016). However, the need 
for and usefulness of authentic materials have been increasingly acknowledged 
(Rusmawaty et al., 2018). 
Incorporating Authentic Materials in Teaching
The teacher need to deliver extensive input to develop students’ language  
proficiency. The students’ motivation is not always high to engage in the learning and  
collaborative activities. Mestari and Malabar (2016) reported that authentic materials 
have a positive effect on learner motivation. Using authentic content to teach can make 
the learning process even more enjoying, imaginative and motivating for students. It 
can also be useful to elicit genuine responses from learners. It provides exposure to  
real language. Furthermore, it is more creative approach to learning. The teacher 
needs to consider the linguistic, conceptual and cultural background to meet the gap 
between the competency and performance of the language learners. Besides, the  
applicability and adaptability of the students should be considered to practice  
authentic materials in the classroom.
Kilickaya (2004) and Kim (2000) believe that teachers can only use authentic  
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materials in intermediate and advanced language classes. According to Guariento 
and Morley (2001), authentic texts should not be used with lower level students 
because it would lead to frustration, confusion and de-motivation. However, other  
researchers believe that learners should be exposed to authentic materials in the  
earliest stages of language learning (McNeil, 1994; Miller, 2005), claiming that  
exposure to such texts in the earliest stages will lead to developing useful strategies 
for dealing with complex tasks later on.
Strategies of Integrating Authentic Materials in Teaching
While choosing the authentic materials for teaching, it is prerequisite to 
check the relevancy, interest of the students, difficulty level, length to connect  
classroom to the world (Berardo, 2006). After the teacher give out the authentic  
materials to the students, the teacher must brief the activities to be performed about the  
materials (Darian, 2001). The teachers should help the students by answering questions  
commenting on their work and give hints to those who stuck in particular activity. 
The difficulty level of first exercise should be lessen to motivate the students and get 
into the content. The teacher can use short reports, advertising, news broadcast to 
teach key vocabulary for lower level students. A longer report, four to five minutes’ 
audio-video materials, complex short print or broadcast of multimedia could be used 
for intermediate level with needed pre-instructions. The trickery material could be 
provided for higher level students.
The inclusion of authentic materials in classroom enhance the communicative  
competence of the learners due to the exposure of real language. To learn the second 
language effectively, the learner must see and hear the second language being used as 
primary medium of communication among native speakers. (Rogers and Medley Jr, 
1988). The use of internet and computer in classroom have brought drastic change in 
teaching and learning to promote the learners’ learning interests.
Conclusion
To conclude, the authentic materials can bridge the linguistic skills of the  
learners and their professional goals of language. Such materials could provide a rich  
linguistic and conceptual content to learners to facilitate the application of linguistic 
skills.

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Women Entrepreneurs’ Success in Gorkha Municipality, Gorkha

Abstract 
	 This paper investigates and reports the effect of self-confidence, need for 
achievement, risk-taking and economic factors on women entrepreneurs’ success 
in Gorkha Municipality. Causal  comparative research design was used for data  
analysis. A convenient random sample of 58 women entrepreneurs of Gorkha  
Municipality responded to a structured questionnaire. Correlation and Regression  
analyses were performed to examine the hypothesis. There is a significant positive  
relationship between women entrepreneurs’ success with self-confidence, need for 
achievement, risk-taking, and economic factors. Further, self-confidence significantly 
and positively impacts women entrepreneurs’ success. In contact, the need for achievement, 
risk-taking and economic factors do not significantly impact women entrepreneurs’  
success in Gorkha Municipality. This study is beneficial to women entrepreneurs because 
it     provides a reasonable explanation of the sucess elements. Similarly, this research  
provides policymakers with practical recommendations and in-depth insights into the women’s  
entrepreneurship business.  The study provides a unique detailed examination of  
success factors of women business in the context of Gorkha Municipality.

Introduction 
Entrepreneurship is the act of starting a new business or revitalizing an existing 
one in order to capitalize on fresh opportunities. Entrepreneurship is the process 
of finding market opportunities and putting in place the resources needed to profit 
from them in the long run. Entrepreneurship is a skill that necessitates imagination 
and creativity. It necessitates forethought and planning (Sidgel, 2017). 
Entrepreneurship is accorded a lot of weight because of its clear impact on in-
come growth and employment creation. Accelerating economic growth has become 
crucial for both developed and developing countries. It encourages the country’s 
capital and wealth formation(Sigdel, 2015). 
Women entrepreneurs have been identified as the new development engines and  
rising stars of emerging countries’ economies, bringing prosperity and welfare. 
They have been cited by several stakeholders as a key “untapped source” of eco-
nomic growth and development (Paper & 2013, n.d.). 
The expansion in the number of female entrepreneurs in developing countries has 
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sparked academic and development community interest. Donors, international  
public institutions, national and local governments, non-governmental  
organizations (NGOs), private businesses, charities, academic institutions, and 
industry associations have all implemented initiatives or policies to stimulate and  
expand the sector (Paper & 2013, n.d.). Women’s entrepreneurship is a developing  
global issue that has attracted a lot of study attention in recent decades (Khan et 
al., 2021). 
Women entrepreneurs have been designated as the new engines for growth and 
the rising stars of the economies in developing countries to bring prosperity and  
welfare. 
Female entrepreneurs are women who organize and run an enterprise, notably a 
business. Women entrepreneurs are people who come up with business ideas, start 
businesses, manage and integrate production processes, run businesses, take risks, 
and deal with economic instability. 
Women’s entrepreneurship has grown around the world, and it is now widely  
acknowledged that entrepreneurship is essential for economic growth and wealth 
creation. Despite these statistics, women have lower rates of entrepreneurship than 
men in practically every country (Cabrera & Mauricio, 2017). 
Thus, in Nepal, the rise of female entrepreneurs and their contribution to the 
national economy is clearly noticeable. Women’s entrepreneurship has been  
acknowledged as a key untapped source of economic growth over the previous  
decade. Women’s business is unquestionably a difficult route to traverse where 
they must establish themselves. With so many obstacles in her way, today’s lady 
is brave enough to stand out and set an example for others. Her classic picture of a 
woman as a sacred domestic cow is resurrected. It is incumbent upon us, the res-
idents of the country, to appreciate and admire her for balancing her personal and 
professional lives. 
Statement of Problem
Entrepreneurship is regarded as a critical component of economic progress. The 
encouragement of business and industry in a country is the only way for a country 
to develop (Sigdel, 2015). 
Entrepreneurship development in Nepal is slow for a variety of reasons, including 
the fact that entrepreneurs do not respond spontaneously to government chances 
and promotional initiatives, as well as the necessity for a collateral system. These 
issues are exacerbated for female entrepreneurs (Huntington, 2006). 
The road to female entrepreneurship development is not simple. There are a 
slew of hurdles and issues that stand in the way of progress. Different women  
entrepreneurs have different challenges when it comes to running their businesses 
(Sigdel, 2015). 
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The secretary of the Cottage Industries Federation’s Central Women  
Entrepreneur Subcommittee believes that developing women’s entrepreneurship is  
difficult due to a lack of cash and funding organizations. However, as several studies have  
demonstrated, this issue is as valid to male entrepreneurs (Sigdel, 2015). 
Nepalese women spend the majority of their time doing unpaid home chores. Their 
engagement in economic activities outside the home is likewise quite low, owing to 
their lower educational status and marketable skills, as well as Nepalese society’s 
deeply ingrained history of discouraging women from working outside the home 
(Sigdel, 2015). 
It is regarded as a critical issue for women. One of the most significant challenges 
women entrepreneurs’encounters is obtaining loans, particularly for the purpose of 
launching a business (Rao et al., 2012). 
As the number of women entrepreneurs continues to rise year after year, the  
government is eager to assist them. Preferential allocation of sheds in industrial 
estates for women, lower loan and interest rates, and a subsidy for women who 
start small companies’ industrial units, capital subsidies in underdeveloped areas,  
marketing services, and speeding up the regulatory process.  
Due to such an important contribution of women in economic development, we  
propose to investigate the factors which affect women entrepreneurs’ success in 
Gorkha Municipality.  
Research Questions
This study focuses on the following research questions to examine women  
entrepreneurs’ success in   Gorkha Municipality. 

•	 Is there any relationship between women entrepreneurs’ success and  
independent variables-self-confidence, need for achievement, risk-taking, 
and economic factors taken on the study? 

•	 What is the impact of self-confidence, need for achievement, risk-taking, and  
economic factors on the women entrepreneurs’ success in Gorkha Municipality? 

Objective of the Study
The main objective of this study is to measure the impact of the need for  
achievement, risk-taking, self-confidence and economic factors on women  
entrepreneurs’ success in the Gorkha Municipality. The study aims to achieve the 
following specific objectives: 

1. To examine the relationship between women entrepreneurs’ success and  
independent variables are taken on the study (need for achievement, risk-taking, 
self-confidence, and economic factors. 

2. To measure the impact of need for achievement, risk-taking, self-confidence, 
and economic factors on the women entrepreneurs’ success in the Gorkha  
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Municipality. 
Significance of the Study
Women entrepreneurship development plays a significant role in country’s  
development because women entrepreneurs have been making a considerable  
impact in all most all the segments of the economy of a country. Women are an 
important human resources and country should try to utilize them as mediators 
of economic growth and development because in our country women constitute 
more than half (51.41%) of the total population. It means half of the brain power 
of our country belongs to women but unfortunately women brain power has not 
been properly utilized and women remain most underutilized resources due to  
socio-cultural structure and other different problems and causes.  
Consequently, the country has been unable to produce women entrepreneurs as 
expected. We know that the pace of development depends on action oriented and  
effective policy. Significant incentives and motivational factors are needed to upgrade  
entrepreneurship and productivity. Especially equal opportunity for the  
overall economic activities without any gender bias is essential to accelerate  
economic growth to attain consistent growth for sustainable development.  
Currently, an encouraging fact has been noticed. Women entrepreneurs are  
gradually growing in numbers and some policy instruments have been found  
helpful to encourage its growth. “Industrial promotion of statistic Report of 
DCIS” shows that the total number of registered women entrepreneurs in DCIS is 
3894 as of 2069 B.S. This report shows that enthusiasm among the women to do  
something to earn a living seems to be greatly increasing in Nepal despite socio-cultural  
constraints. Thus, it can be considered as one positive indication of recent development  
phenomenon. But the rate of their entry in entrepreneurship is still low and 
those who are laready in the forum are facing various constraints including legal 
ones. In such a scenario, it is necessary to remove obstacles faced by women in  
building entrepreneurship. Policies have to be remodeled and retouched to remove  
various hurdles faced by women entrepreneurs. An in-depth study is thus  
essential to identify such obstacles so that they can be removed. This will create a  
background for smooth economic development. Thus, this study is considered to be 
one of the constructive steps as well as a very timely one. 
Limitation of the Study
The study examines the relationship and impact of the independent variable 
(Women entrepreneurs’ success) on the dependent variable (self-confidence, need 
for achievement, risk-taking and economic factors). The study possesses the  
following limitations: 

•	 Samples are taken only from business enterprises established by women 
in the Gorkha Municipality. Therefore, the finding of the study cannot be  
generalized all over Nepal. 
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•	 There are so many variables that may affect women entrepreneurs’  
success. But this study has considered only four factors. They are the need 
for achievement, risk-taking, self-confidence, and economic factors. 

•	 This study has used correlation and regression analysis to examine the  
relationship and impact of independent variables on dependent variables. 

•	 The result of the study has mainly been based on primary data  
collected through a structured five-point Likert scale questionnaire. Hence, 
the study’s findings have been based on the respondents’ opinions, limiting our  
generalization of the findings. 

Literature Review
Every research is based on previous knowledge. The past knowledge or the  
previous studies provide necessary information to the present study to not be  
ignored. The purpose of the literature review is to find out what other studies have been  
conducted in ones’ chosen field of study. It provides the foundation for developing a  
comprehensive research framework from which hypotheses can be developed for 
testing. Therefore, this chapter has its importance. This chapter is divided into four 
sections. In the beginning, the conceptual review is presented and followed by a 
 review of related empirical studies. The third section is about the research gap. At 
last, the research framework and development of the hypothesis are presented. 
Entrepreneurship is an economic agent that leads towards economic development (Busari 
et al. 2017). So, increased female entrepreneurship signals progress for women’s 
rights and an improvement in their economic and social well-being. Women’s  
empowerment is associated with women’s entrepreneurship. Female entrepreneurs, 
like their male counterparts, are catalysts for job creation, innovation, and a 
more than tangible contribution to the country’s GNP(Dwibedi 2016). The  
growing involvement of women in economic development, as well as their increased  
participation in social activities, necessitates research into many aspects of 
women’s entrepreneurial activity in the context of development. If women have 
equal opportunity and access to resources, they can play critical roles in the economic 
growth process. Despite an increase in the number of female entrepreneurs, the  
proportion of female entrepreneurs remains low when compared to their partici-
pation rate (Arenius 2003).Women can play a big part in the greater entrepreneurship  
phenomena and economic development, according to new research Women  
entrepreneurs utilize less start-up capital, have a lower proportion of stocks, and re-
ly on bank loans than men. Furthermore, women-owned businesses are smaller and  
expand more slowly than men-owned businesses, implying gender inequalities in the  
emphasis placed on business expansion(Arenius 2003). Gender equality is  
predicted to boost female entrepreneurship support by (Rho and Ha 2006).
Female entrepreneurs need self-confidence and motivation, as well as  
economic    and   technical      growth,     government      policies     and     financial institutions,  
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academic background, and family support, according to the findings (Raj Kumar 
and Prasanna Kumar 2014). Women are acknowledged as successful entrepreneurs 
in the modern day because of their strong drive, qualities, and talents for powerful 
economic development (Khan et al. 2021).The findings show that the characteristics 
of the entrepreneur, external business environments, and supportive elements are 
all favorably associated to women-owned business success, whereas the internal  
business environment has minimal impact(Shakeel, Yaokuang, and Gohar 2020). 
Internal elements such as the need for achievements, risktaking, and self-confidence, 
as well as external elements such as economic and sociocultural variables, have a  
positive and substantial impact on the performance of womenowned businesses 
(Khan et al. 2021). 
Nepal is not a poor country; it is a poorly managed country. Nepalese women are not 
unqualified; they are not provided enough exposure and skill sets. The abundance of 
natural resources in Nepal can make Nepal a home to the world’s largest tourism and 
utility industries, of which our women can be the owners. For this, it takes a certain 
diligence from the government’s side to ensure that it believes in the tremendous  
potential of Nepal and Nepalese women (Sharma 2018). This growing tendency is 
not exclusive to Nepal. However, there are structural and socio-cultural restrictions 
that are impeding the growth of women entrepreneurs and the sustainability of Ne-
pal’s entrepreneurial environment (Acharya and Pandey 2018). 
Entrepreneurship is still considered an ambitious goal for women. Most Nepalese  
parents encourage their girls to land a safe and conventional career path,  
rather than pursue an unpredictable journey of entrepreneurship. But it is the best 
way to create revolutionary ideas to transform the world around us and women 
should never be ostracized from it. It is extremely important to bring women into the 
field of entrepreneurship to solve many existing problems of Nepalese society (Shar-
ma 2018).  Also Female employees have the potential to contribute to the country’s  
development (Poudel 2019) and Women laready have a respected role in the do-
mestic sphere, and women have tremendous capability to influence people. If their 
power is acknowledged, and more women are encouraged to pursue entrepreneur-
ship, Nepal will undoubtedly take the economic leap that it had been craving in the 
past (Sharma 2018). 
Variable of the Study
Need for achievement- The notion alludes to an individual’s desire for success, 
as well as choosing and persisting in activities that have a modest likelihood of  
success or provide the most personal achievementsatisfaction(McClelland1961). 
There is some evidence that women entrepreneurs have a greater impact on business 
performance, particularly in companies that represent fixed personality attributes 
like motivation (Zeffane 2013). Those women who have with a high level of mo-
tivation for working or establishing a new enterprise are likely to succeed in their 
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endeavors (Khan et al. 2021) 
Risk-taking - The willingness to make significant and risky resource commitments, 
i.e., those that have a reasonable probability of resulting in costly failures (Friesen and 
Miller 1982). Women’s entrepreneurship and risk are two topics that have received 
a lot of attention in the literature on entrepreneurship. Women’s entrepreneurship, 
for example, was largely associated with risk, distinguishing it from employees and  
managers (Begley and Boyd 1987). Risk-taking has a good and significant impact 
on the success of female entrepreneurs (Khan et al. 2021). 
Self-confidence - In the literature on entrepreneurship, confidence is described 
as the skill of entrepreneurial perception that allows entrepreneurs to pursue their 
goals with a strong belief in their abilities to achieve them (Twibell et al. 2008).   
Also the literature on entrepreneurship, self-confidence is a key  
component, and it is thought that it aids entrepreneurs in their endeavors (Oney and  
Oksuzoglu- Guven 2015). And Women can improve their entrepreneurial performance 
if they are motivated and confident (Khan et al. 2021) 
Economic factors-Economic considerations are a collection of basic data about 
internal project funding and external market conditions that influence the worth 
of a business or an investment (Wube 2010). External factors have a favorable  
impact on the success of women entrepreneurs, just as internal factors do. Research  
undertaken in industrialized economies suggests that finance plays a critical role in 
the success of women entrepreneurs (Khan et al. 2021).
Conceptual Framework
Figure 1 shows the research framework of the study. Internal factors (need for 
achievement, risk-taking, and self-confidence) and external factors (economic and 
socio-cultural factors) are independent variables of this study. Similarly, women  
entrepreneurs’ success has been taken as dependent variables. This study has been 
conducted to measure the relationship and effect of internal and external factors on 
women entrepreneurs’ success in Gorkha. 

Hypotheses of the Study 
This study attempts to test the following research hypotheses to get the answer to 
the above questions: 

H1: There is a significant positive relationship between self-confidence, need 
for achievement, risk-taking, economic factors and women entrepreneurs’  
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success in the Gorkha Municipality. 
H1_a: There is a significant positive relationship between self-confidence and wom-

en entrepreneurs’ success in theGorkha Municipality. 
H1_b: There is a significant positive relationship between the need for  

achievement and women entrepreneurs’ success in the Gorkha Municipality. 
H1_c: There is a significant positive relationship between risk-taking and women 

entrepreneurs’ success in the Gorkha Municipality. 
H1_d: There is a significant positive relationship between economic factors and 

women entrepreneurs’ success in the Gorkha Municipality. 
H2: There is a significant and positive impact of self-confidence, need for  

achievement, risk-taking, and economic factors on women entrepreneurs’ suc-
cess in the Gorkha Municipality. 

H2_a: There is a significant and positive impact of self-confidence on women  
entrepreneurs’ success in the Gorkha Municipality. 

H2_b: There is a significant and positive impact of the need for achievement on wom-
en entrepreneurs’ success in the Gorkha Municipality. 

H2_c: There is a significant and positive impact of risk-taking on women  
entrepreneurs’ success in the Gorkha Municipality. 

H2_d: There is a significant and positive impact of economic factors on women en-
trepreneurs’ success in the Gorkha Municipality. 

Research Methodology
The main objective of this study is to measure the relationship and impact of 
self-confidence, need for achievement, risk-taking and economic factors on  
women entrepreneurs’ success in the Gorkha Municipality. This topic deals with the 
methodology that has been adopted to attain the stated objectives of the study. The 
following methodology has been followed: 
This study has adopted the correlation and causal-comparative research design to 
test the above hypotheses. The correlation research design measures the direction 
and magnitude of the relationship between self-confidence, need for achievement, 
risk-taking, economic factors, and women entrepreneurs’ success in the Gorkha  
Municipality. Furthermore, the study has also adopted a causal-comparative research 
design to measure the impact of self-confidence, need for achievement, risk-taking, 
and economic factors on women entrepreneurs’ success in the Gorkha district.  
Population refers to the entire group of people that a researcher wishes to  
investigate in the study, and the sample represents only a part of a population. The 
study area of this paper is Gorkha Municipality. The population of this study is wom-
en entrepreneurs’’ of Gorkha Municipality. 
The sample size for this study includes 58 respondents, but the questionnaire 
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was distributed to 100 women entrepreneurs of Gorkha Municipality. The  
questionnaire was distributed through E-mail. Sample for the study was taken among the  
Entrepreneurs from different sectors like service, manufacturing, trading, and  
others. 
Convenience sampling was used in this study to track the respondents for the study. 
With this sampling technique, subjects are selected because of their convenient  
accessibility and proximity to the researcher. Convenience sampling was appropriate 
for this research because of its advantages like availability and the quickness to 
gather data.  
The primary data has been used in this study to measure the impact of internal 
and external factors on women entrepreneurs’ success. Primary data has been 
collected by distributing questionnaires personally visiting the owner of sample  
organizations. The fully structured questionnaire has been divided into two 
parts. The first part contains the respondents’ demographic information, and the  
second part contains five points of Likert scale questions relating to independent and  
dependent variables.
Questionnaire survey data has been analyzed using analytical software SPSS  
version 25. Cronbach’s alpha test has been employed to test the interitem  
consistency reliability of respondents’ answers to all the items in a measure. Descriptive  
statistics like frequency, percentage, mean, standard deviation, histogram and 
box-plot have been used to describe the characteristics of the sample responses.  
Correlation analysis has been performed to measure the direction and  
magnitude of the observed relationship between self-confidence, need for achievement,  
risk-taking, economic factors and women entrepreneurs’ success. Multiple  
regression analysis has been used to measure the effect of need for achievement, 
risk-taking, self-confidence, and economic factors on women entrepreneurs’  
success. 
Analysis and Result
The findings from the study were presented and analyzed in an orderly based 
on the formulated study objectives. The chapter begins by presenting the  
demographic characteristics of respondents in terms of age, marital status,  
education levels, year of business and number of employees. After the presentation 
of demographic characteristics, a validity and reliability test was presented.  
Similarly, descriptive analysis of each of the independent variables and  
dependent variable were analyzed and presented. 
Further, inferential statistics like correlation and regression results were presented. 
Background Information of the Respondents 
This study 31 percent of the respondents were aged below 25 years. Fifty-one 
percent were aged between 26- 40 years which shows the highest number of  
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respondents between the age group, and 17.20 percent were from above 40 
years. It implies that the respondents were mature enough to understand and 
give relevant information for the study. Out of 58 respondents, 40% were  
unmarried, and 60% were married. It shows that most of the respondents are mature and  
responsible. Similarly, 15 percent of the respondents had below bachelor’s  
degree, 33 percent had bachelor degree, and 52 percent have above bachelor degree  
education level. It implies that most respondents were educated, and thus, they can 
understand and give relevant information for the study. Likewise, it shows that 57 
percent of the respondents have operated business between 1-5 years, 26 percent 
have 6-10 years, and 17 percent have above ten years. It shows that majority of the  
respondents have operated business between 1-5 years. Further, 12 percent of  
respondents have a manufacturing business, 24 percent have a trading business, 50 
percent have a service business, and the remaining 14 percent have other businesses. 
It implies that most respondents have service business followed by trading business, 
other business and manufacturing business. Lastly, 60.30 percent of respondents 
have a number of employees between 0 to 5, 29.30 percent have 6 to 20, 5.20 percent 
have 21 to 50 and 5.20 percent have above 50 employees. It reveals that most of the  
entrepreneurs are small size businesses. 
Reliability Test
Cronbach’s Alpha Test of Reliability to prove the internal reliability of the  
model used, the researcher performed Cronbach’s alpha reliability test. Applying 
this test specifies whether the items of each dimension were internally consistent and  
whether they can be used to measure the same dimension. The following Table 2 
shows the Cronbach’s alpha scores of all variables measured in five-point Likert 
scaling.

Table 2 shows the variables, Cronbach’s alpha, number of items retained and  
deleted items. The Cronbach’s alpha scores on Self-confidence, Need for  
achievement, Risk-taking, and Economic factors are above 0.60, which means these 
variables are reliable. To increase Cronbach’s alpha coefficient of self-confidence, 
the Likert item1 is deleted. Likert items 1 and 4 are deleted from the risk-taking 
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construct. Similarly, Likert item 3 and 4 are deleted from economic factors to  
increase Cronbach’s alpha. Furthermore, the socio-cultural factor is removed from 
the model due to the low Cronbach’s alpha coefficient. 

Descriptive Analysis

Women Entrepreneurs’ Success

Respondents’ level of agreement towards the women entrepreneurs’ success is  
analyzed based on eight Likert items. The mean and standard deviation of these  
individual items is depicted in Table 3.

Table 3 shows the descriptive statistics of an individual item of women  
entrepreneurs” success. The table shows that the items have a mean value  
ranging from 3.02 to 3.95, whereas the standard deviation ranged from 0.94 to 
1.09. Among the eight statements, the statement with code WES1 has scored the  
lowest mean of 3.02 with a standard deviation of 1.05. In contrast, the statement with 
code WES2 has scored the highest mean of 3.95 with a standard deviation of 1.08. 
Further, the overall mean score is 3.59, which indicates that women entrepreneurs’  
success score is above average, i.e. 3.59>3. Thus, the overall mean score of women  
entrepreneurs’ success falls under agree category. 

Self-Confidence

The level of agreement of respondents towards the respondents’ self-confidence 
is analyzed based on five Likert items. The mean and standard deviation of these  
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individual items is depicted in Table 4.

Table 4 shows the descriptive statistics of an individual item of self-confidence of 

the 58 respondents. The table shows that the items have a mean value ranging from 

3.72 to 4.26, whereas the standard deviation ranged from 0.86 to 0.96. Among the 

five items, the statement with code SC5 has scored the lowest mean of 3.72 with a 

standard deviation of 0.89. In contrast, the statement with code SC3 has scored the 

highest mean of 4.26 with a standard deviation of 0.89. Further, the overall mean 

score is 4.0, indicating that the self-confidence score is above average, i.e. 4.0>3. 

Thus, the overall mean score of self-confidence falls under agree category. 

Need for Achievement 

Respondents’ level of agreement towards the respondents’ need for achievement 
is analyzed based on five Likert items. The mean and standard deviation of these  
individual items is presented in Table 5.

Table 6 shows the descriptive statistics of an individual item of risk-taking of the 
58 respondents. The table depicted that the item with code RT1 has scored the  
lowest mean of 3.79 with a standard deviation of 0.874. In contrast, the statement 
with code RT2 has scored the highest mean of 3.97 with a standard deviation of 0.898.  
Further, the overall mean score is 3.8793, indicating that the risk-taking score is 
above average, i.e. 3.87>3. 
Thus, the overall mean score of risk-taking falls under the agree category. 
Economic Factors

Table 7 shows the descriptive statistics of an individual item of economic  
factors of the 58 respondents. The table depicted that the item with code ET2 has 
scored the lowest mean of 3.29 with a standard deviation of 1.08. In contrast, the  
statement with code EF1 has scored the highest mean of 3.40 with a standard  
deviation of 1.18. Further, the overall mean score is 3.34, indicating that the economic 
factor score is above average, i.e. 3.34>3. Thus, the overall mean score of economic  
factors falls under the agree category. 
4.5 Inferential Analysis 
This section aims to present the method for analyzing the empirical results and 
test the hypothesis set, built in the previous chapter. Inferential statistics are pro-
cedures used that allow researchers to infer or generalize observations made with 
samples to the larger population from which they were selected. It enables the 
use of one or more samples of observations to infer the values of a population.  
Inferential analysis tests hypotheses to determine if observed differences between 
groups or variables are real or occur simply by chance. It produces new information by  
making predictive owns and generalizations based on samples. This section  
consists of two analysis tools which are:
4.5.1 Correlation Analysis 
Correlation Analysis between variables was studied to find relations among them. 
Pearson’s Correlation analysis is used to determine the relationship between  
various independent and dependent variables associated with the research. It  
measures the linear relationship between any two variables. 
Table 8 shows the relationship between dependent and independent variables. All 
the values of the correlation coefficients are positive and significant at a 5 percent 
level of significance.

H1_a: Relationship between Women entrepreneurs’ success and self-confidence: 
            The correlation analysis results presented in the above table show that Pearson 

Correlation Coefficient between women entrepreneurs’ success and self-confidence 
is r = 0.520, implying that the two variables are positively correlated. Further, this 
value indicates a moderate correlation between women entrepreneurs’ success and  
self-confidence. The correlation is significant at a 1% significance level as the p-value 
is less than alpha, i.e. 0.000 < 0.01. Thus, the study shows that women entrepreneurs’ 
success is significantly correlated with self-confidence. 

H1_b: Relationship between Women entrepreneurs’ success and need for achievement: 

        The correlation analysis results presented in the above table show that Pear-
son Correlation Coefficient between women entrepreneurs’ success and 
need for achievement is r = 0.326, implying that the two variables are pos-
itively correlated. Further, this value indicates a low correlation between 
women entrepreneurs’ success and the need for achievement. The correlation is  
significant at a 5% significance level as the p-value is less than alpha, i.e. 0.013 
< 0.05. Thus, the study shows that women entrepreneurs’ success is significant-
ly correlated with the need for achievement. 

H1_c: Relationship between Women entrepreneurs’ success and risk-taking: 

          The correlation analysis results presented in the above table show that  
Pearson Cor  relation Coefficient between women entrepreneurs’ success 
and risk-taking is r = 0.411, implying that the two variables are positively  
correlated. Further, this value indicates a moderate correlation between  
women entrepreneurs’ success and risk-taking. The correlation is significant 
at a 1% significance level as the p-value is less than alpha, i.e. 0.000 < 0.01. 
Thus, the study shows that women entrepreneurs’ success is significantly  
correlated with risk-taking. 

H1_d: Relationship between Women entrepreneurs’ success and economic factors: 

         The correlation analysis results presented in the above table show that  
Pearson Correlation Coefficient between women entrepreneurs’ success and  
economic factors is r = 0.284, implying that the two variables are positive-
ly correlated. Further, this value indicates a low correlation between women  
entrepreneurs’ success and economic factors. The correlation is significant at 
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a 5% significance level as the p-value is less than alpha, i.e. 0.031 < 0.05. 
Thus, the study shows that women entrepreneurs’ success is significantly  
correlated with economic factors.

4.5.2 Multiple Regression Analysis 

Regression analysis is conducted to examine the impact of independent vari-
ables on dependent variables, test the research hypotheses, and identify the 
strength of that relationship. More specifically, multiple regression is employed to  
identify the relationship between independent variables (self-confidence, need for 
achievement, risk-taking, and economic factors) and dependent variables (women 
entrepreneurs’ success). Linear regression examines the linear relationship of the 
dependent variable to one or more predictors.

Table 10 shows that R square is 0.308, which indicates that 30.8 percent of the  
variation in women entrepreneurs’ success is explained by self-confidence, need 
for achievement, risktaking, and economic factors. The remaining 69.20 percent is  
explained by other variables, which are not included in this model.  
Table 11 shows that F-value and p-value are 22.670 and 0.000 (i.e., 0.000 < 0.01), 
respectively, which is significant at a 1 percent significance level. So, the model is 
fitted linearly. 
Regression Model 
Y = 1.47 + 0.40 SC - 0.035 NFA+ 0.105 RT + 0.075 EF + u 
The above model shows that the coefficient of self-confidence has a positive  
value of 0.40. One unit change in self-confidence leads to positive change 
by 0.40 units in women entrepreneurs’ success. The coefficient of need for  
achievement is negative by 0.035. It means one-unit change need for achievement will  
negatively lead to change by 0.035 units in women entrepreneurs’ success. Similarly, the  
coefficient of risk-taking is positive (0.105). It means one unit change in risk-taking will  
positively change by 0.105 units in women entrepreneurs’ success. Furthermore, the 
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coefficient of economic factors is positive (0.075). It means one unit change in 
economic factors will positively change by 0.075 units in women entrepreneurs’ 
success.  
Hypothesis Testing: 
H2_a: There is a significant and positive impact of self-confidence on women  

entrepreneurs’ success: 
	 The p-value of the self-confidence coefficient is 0.007 (i.e., 0.007< 0.05),  

hypothesis (H2a) is accepted at a 5 percent level of significance. It means 
that self-confidence has a significant impact on women entrepreneurs’  
success in Gorkha Municipality.

Findings:
Cronbach’s alpha coefficient of women entrepreneurs’ success, self-confidence, 
need for achievement, risk-taking, economic factors are greater than 0.60. It  
indicates that each item of each construct produces an internally consistent  
result. Overall, the mean score of women entrepreneurs’ success, self-confidence, 
need for achievement, risk-taking, and economic factors are 3.59, 4.00, 4.10, 
3.87, and 3.34, respectively. It indicates that the overall mean score of each of the  
dependent and independent variables is satisfactory. There is a significant positive  
relationship between women entrepreneurs” success and self-confidence (r=0.520, 
p<0.01). There is a significant positive relationship between women entrepreneurs’ 
success and the need for achievement (r=0.326, p<0.05). There is a significant  
positive relationship between women entrepreneurs’ success and risk-taking 
(r=0.411, p<0.01). There is a significant positive relationship between women  
entrepreneurs’ success and economic factors (r=0.284, p<0.05). R square is 0.308, 
which indicates that 30.8 percent of the variation in women entrepreneurs’ success 
is explained by self-confidence, need for achievement, risk-taking, and economic 
factors. The remaining 69.20 percent is explained by other variables, which are not 
included in this model.
The overall regression model is significant at a 1 percent significance level (F=22.670, 
p<0.01). Thus, the model is fitted linearly. There is a significant and positive  
impact of self-confidence on women entrepreneurs’ success (coefficient = 0.40, 
p<01). The need for achievement does not significantly impact women entrepreneurs’ 
success in Gorkha Municipality (coefficient = -0.035, p>0.05).Risk-taking has no  
significant impact on women entrepreneurs’ success in Gorkha Municipality  
(coefficient = 0.105, p>0.05).Economic factors do not significantly impact women 
entrepreneurs’ success in Gorkha Municipality (coefficient = 0.075, p>0.05). 
Conclusion 
The present study has attempted to explain the various factors which  
influence women entrepreneurs’ success in Gorkha Municipality. The study  
also presents the impact of self-confidence, need for achievement, risk-taking, and  
economic factors on women entreprenerus’ success. The data has been collected through a 
questionnaire, and respondents were the women entrepreneurs of Gorkha Municipality.  
The data has been analyzed by various statistical tools like mean, standard  
deviation, correlation and regression analysis with the help of SPSS (version 25), 
and based on analysis; inferences were drawn. 
Correlation analysis shows a significant relationship between women  
entrepreneurs’ success with self-confidence, need for achievement, risk-taking, 
and economic factors. Further, the results of regression analysis showed that  
self-confidence significantly impacts women entrepreneurs’ success. In contrast, the 
need for achievement, risk-taking, and economic factors do not significantly impact 
the women entrepreneurs’ success in Gorkha Municipality. 
The commercial activities of women play an important role in stimulating  
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innovation, employment, and economic development. The growing number 
of women entrepreneurs has received the attention of scholars and practitioners  
worldwide over the past two decades. But most of the existing research was  
conducted in developed economies while limited in emerging economies like Nepal. 
Women entrepreneurs in Nepal face discrimination due to the patriarchal system, 
lack of financial support, and social barriers. 
The statistical findings of this study validate our hypothesis that self-confi-
dence, need for achievement, risk-taking and economic factors significantly and  
positively correlated to the women entrepreneurs’ success. Similarly, findings of the 
study support that the selfconfidence factor significantly impact women entrepreneurs’ 
success. In contrast, the need for achievement, risk-taking and economic factors do not  
significantly impact women entrepreneurs’ success in the context of Gorkha  
Municipality. 
Implication -This study is beneficial to women entrepreneurs because it provides 
a reasonable explanation of the success elements in terms of self-confidence, the 
need for achievement, risk-taking, and economic variables, among other things. 
Similarly, this research provides policymakers with practical recommendations 
and in-depth insights into the women’s entrepreneurship business. Furthermore, 
this study has important implications for research institutes that desire to undertake 
more comprehensive cross-border studies on women’s entrepreneurship in terms 
of self-confidence need for accomplishment, risk-taking, and economic variables. 
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
